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l INTRODUCTION

- GENERAL

The Memorandum of understanding on Port State Ghmitrthe Indian Ocean region was finalised
on the basis of the first preparatory meeting ididnin October 1997 and the second meeting in
June 1998 in South Africa. The Second Meeting attended by Australia, Bangladesh, Djibouti,
Eritrea, Ethiopia, India, Iran, Kenya, Maldives, Mgius, Mozambique, Myanmar, Oman,
Seychelles, South Africa, Sri Lanka, Tanzania aet¥n.

The port State control system, aims to verify whetioreign flagged vessels calling at a port of a
State, comply with applicable international margimonventions. When vessels are found not to
be in substantial compliance with applicable lawsalevant convention requirements, the PSC
system imposes actions to ensure they are bromghtcompliance. Ships to be inspected are
selected on the basis of criteria outlined in thendrandum and a non-discriminatory policy is

observed.

Under the Memorandum each Authority will establesid maintain an effective system of port
State control. The ultimate goal is to identifylaliminate substandard ships from the region.

The Committee of the IOMOU held its Ninth MeetimjBagamoyo, Tanzania from 4 September to
7 September 2006. The meeting was kindly hostedthiey Surface and Marine Transport
Regulatory Authority (SUMATRA), Ministry of Infrasiicture Development, Tanzania.

The meeting under the chairmanship of Mr. Sudhimidy, Dy Chief Ship Surveyor, Directorate
General of Shipping, India, was attended by reptasees from the Maritime Authorities of
Australia, India, Iran, Kenya, South Africa, Srarka, Sudan, and Tanzania as member and
Equasis, IMO as Observer .

Important outcomes of this meeting included:

Agreed the proposals of Tokyo MOU and LRF for Destahange.

Lease Agreement to be signed for the Secretanat\'saccommodation.

Member Authority will participate in Joint CIC algrwith Tokyo MOU and Paris MOU.

b) Look in to issue of Target Factor as well astehGrey and Black list for IOMOU
region.

c) Finalise the date, time and Programme and aega&eminar for PSCOs of the region.

Proposed the post for Asst. Secretary.

Realizing the need for training and harmonizatidrth@ PSC activities in the region, the First
Regional Seminar of the PSCOs, as per the decafidhe Committee was held from 9 to 11
February, 2005 at Tolani Maritime Institute inneylIndia. Due to technical reasons no seminar
was held during this year.
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The Committee deliberated on the issue of co-ojeraind harmonization between various MOUs

and decided to conduct joint CIC with Paris andyiiokOU in the year 2007 and also to consider
grant of observer status to other MOUs as and wéesh requests are received by the Committee.

Indian Ocean MOU realized the need of this co-apmraight from its inception and obtained the
observer status from the Tokyo MOU and continuedn@intain the same by attending their
committee meetings as well as other activitieshe Mediterranean MOU has also accepted
IOMOU as observer.

With the similar spirit the IOMOU granted obsergtatus to the MOUs as indicated under the list
of observers.

The representatives of the Secretariats attend@aelns committee meetings depending upon their
own programmes. During the year the Secretary mated to attend the following meetings:

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A total of 5124 inspections were carried out in ylear 2006. 2836 ships with deficiencies were
noted during these inspections, with the total benof deficiencies being 16045.

Serious deficiencies noted by PSCOs led to thentleteof 406 ships. The detentions allow for
the rectification of the serious deficiencies prtorthe ships departure. The overall detention
percentage for the year being 7.92 %. The deteqm@ycentage has increased, as compared to last
year, though the total number of inspection is teas in the 2005 year.

The information given in the following tables arftads represents the port State control activities
of Australia, India, Iran, Kenya, Mauritius, Srithlea and South Africa.

It may be noted that Australia, being member of MOUs, namely, Asia Pacific MOU as well as

These inspections are also an obligation undetI@®&OU on Port State Control” for which Sri-
Lanka is a signatory to. In keeping with stringerternational requirements, any ship calling at a
Sri Lanka Port is found to be un seaworthy anb&ing a potential pollution threat to the marine
environment is promptly detained by the Port S@émtrol inspectors until any such defects are
rectified. Thus, the commitment shown by Sri Lankahis regard augurs well with the efforts of
the International Maritime Community to minimize mtiane related disasters and pollution.
