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l INTRODUCTION

- GENERAL

The Memorandum of Understanding on Port State Gbrf®SC) in the Indian Ocean region
(IOMOU) was finalised on the basis of the first peatory meeting in India in October 1997 and
the second meeting in June 1998 in South Africae $econd meeting was attended by Australia,
Bangladesh, Djibouti, Eritrea, Ethiopia, India, dyaKenya, Maldives, Mauritius, Mozambique,
Myanmar, Oman, Seychelles, South Africa, Sri Laflkemzania and Yemen.

The Port State Control system aims to verify whetbeeign flagged vessels calling at a port of a
State, comply with applicable international margimonventions. When vessels are found not to
be in substantial compliance with applicable regjoites laws or relevant convention requirements,
the PSC system imposes actions to ensure theyaught into compliance. Ships to be inspected
are selected on the basis of targeting criteriireat in the Memorandum and a non-discriminatory
policy is observed.

Under the Memorandum each Authority will establesild maintain an effective system of port
State control. The ultimate goal is to identifydaliminate substandard ships from the region.

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The Authority of South Africa hosted the fourth ExpMission programme, offered by the Tokyo
MOU in the month of March 2012.

Considering the importance of inter-regional cofafien and harmonisation, IOMOU patrticipated
in the CIC on Fire Safety System jointly with Pav©U and Tokyo MOU in 2012. All the CIC
inspections were recorded in the Indian Ocean Coeniged Information System (IOCIS) for the
information of all interested parties. The Comeethas decided to participate in other joint CIC
as and when conducted by the Paris and Tokyo MOUse Committee also confirmed that it

would consider granting observer status to otheldd@s and when such requests are received by
the Committee.

The IOMOU realized the need for this co-operatiaghtr from its inception and obtained the
observer status with the Tokyo MOU. It continuesntaintain this status by attending their
Committee meetings and other activities.

In a similar spirit the IOMOU has granted obserstatus to the MOUSs as indicated under the list of
observers.

The representatives of the Secretariat attend eiheir’'s Committee meetings depending upon their
own programmes.

Deepak Shetty, visited the Secretariat on 16022 During the visit the Secretariat made a
presentation on the development of the Indian ®@84@QU on port State control.

IMO Secretary General’s visit to IOMOU Secretariat
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In line with other MOU, harmonized coding systenplemented in IOCIS. Data exchange with
Equasis, Information Handling Services FairplayS)Hand Lloyds List Group (LLG)s being
carried out. 18 Committee meeting discussed and decided to impiemany changes in IOCIS,
such as time limit for reporting the PSC inspedijoimplementation of MMShumber etc.
Technicalities are in progress for data transfer MO under Global Integrated Shipping
Information System (GISIS).

IOCIS and the website are maintained by the Naltiorfarmatics Centre, Government of India.
The Secretariat is in continuous contact with then®kger of IOCIS discussing further
improvements to the system.

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A total of 5051 inspections were carried out in 20Dut of these 5051 inspections, 2800
inspections had deficiencies and the total numbkdgficiencies were 14950.

Serious deficiencies noted by PSCOs led to thenteteof 433 ships. The detentions allow for the
rectification of the serious deficiencies priorth@ ships departure; the overall detention pergenta
for the year is 8.57%T here is decrease in total number of inspections i8012, compared with
those in 2011; the detention percentage decreasedrh 10.81% recorded in 2011

The average number of deficiencies per inspectioR0il2 (2.95) has also decreased compared to
the previous year (3.46).

The information given in the following tables anghds represents the port State control activities
of Australia, France, India, Iran, Kenya, Mauriti@®@man, South Africa, Tanzania & Yemen. The
rest of the member Authorities are trying to depetweir PSC Inspection activities.

It should be noted that Australia, is a memberathtihe Tokyo MOU and the Indian Ocean MOU.
South Africa is a member of the Abuja MOU and Imdfacean MOU, Oman is the member of
Riyadh MOU and the Indian Ocean MOU. Each recorrtRSC data with both MOUs and so
when ncl‘,[onsidering a world picture of statistics,stliuplication of data should be taken into
account.

A joint CIC on Fire Safety System was held jointiith the Paris and the Tokyo MOUs in 2012.
